
It was a unique undertaking that sent 
Missionary Gene Sharp (pictured 
with his wife Bonita) to Buenos Aires, 

Peru, in March of 2020. His assignment 
was substantial—to construct a modern 
radio station in a developing nation and 
then teach the nationals how to run it.
 � e plan was simple (in theory), but 
the application was vastly more compli-
cated in real life. At least this time he had 
two willing helpers (Andrew Chafa and 
Stewart Ho� meister) to help bear the 
load; many times before he had done it 
alone, and that was tough!
 Gene Sharp planned the project 
carefully, knowing from experience (31 
radio stations in the last 25 years) that 
installations are always challenging, 
and there would be no Home Depot if 
he needed extra supplies. He double-
checked his list. 
 Hmmm… Install electric service, 
construct the studio, build the desk, 
soundproof the walls, prepare and in-
stall the transmitter room, climb the 
tower, hang the antenna, install the coax, 
ground the tower, install STL (studio-to-
tower wireless link), test the equipment…
and then…teach the local man how to 
run the technical equipment and produce 
local programs that will e� ectively reach 
his “Jerusalem”—all in 10 days!  
 In all facets of radio, Gene Sharp is a 
seasoned veteran. At the age of twelve, he 
began building his � rst radio station in 
his bedroom closet using cast-o�  equip-
ment. � rough the years, his love for 
anything technical blossomed into a pas-
sionate life work—to reach the world us-
ing the latest technology and to establish 
local Christian radio stations in foreign 
countries along the way.
.  It has been a long, hard, o� en lonely 

road as Gene (along with his wife Bo-
nita and their � ve children) entered the 
unfashionable waters of missionary ser-
vice, not as a pastor or church planter 
(although he certainly can preach), but 
as a technical servant. For two and one- 
half decades, Gene has partnered with 
multiple pastors, missionaries, and na-
tionals to “enlarge the tent” of the gospel 
on � ve continents. Such exotic places as 
New Guinea, Iraq, Philippines, Tanzania, 
Rwanda, and  Liberia have been blessed 
by his expertise. He is no stranger to dan-
ger, dirt, disease or dysentery.  Discom-
fort, discouragement and distress are 
his daily companions—not to mention 
parasites and…well, there isn’t much else 
that could be added to that list.
 What makes a man endure the long 

hours, late nights, and loneliness with 
such self-demanding diligence? Gene 
feels that his God-assigned task is a priv-
ilege, not a privation. He has surrendered 
his ambitions to a Higher Authority. � e 
desire for a lucrative profession has no 
allure to him. � e furtherance of the gos-
pel is, has been, and will continue to be 
paramount in his life.
 � e challenging installation of Vic-
tory Christian Radio in Buenos Aires, 
Peru, is completed. What e� ect will 
broadcasting the gospel over 100.3 FM 
have upon the region?
 “Who knows?” Gene mused. “May-
be a future president of Peru is right now 
a little boy who is hearing the gospel for 
the very � rst time in his village.”
